This agreement made on between the Kyrgyz National Conservatory, represented by Rector Professor
Muratbek Begaliev and the Yerevan State Conservatory after Komitas Gyumri Branch, represented by Director
Professor Karine Avdalyan.

The Yerevan State Conservatory after Komitas Gyumri Branch and the Kyrgyz National Conservatory
(hereinafier called “Parties”), inspired by vast possibilities of international co-operation, acknowledge a need
to initiate and develop new partnership and to share experience and intellectual and material achievements.
Ready to accept challenges and responsibility, the Parties perceive similarities in the scholarly aspirations of
institutions and a desire for inter-institutional co-operation as well as academic and cultural exchange and
mutual understanding and respect.

. §1
In order to fulfill common assignments, the Parties make this Agreement. The Agreement comprises the
following scope of actions:
Exchange of information in the areas of scholarly and artistic activity, culture and art and concerts-
related activity.
2. Providing opportunities for participation in various events organized and being of interest to both
Parties, on terms of mutuality.
3. Co-operation in the framework of bilateral and multilateral international programs/projects using both
national and foreign sources of funding.
4. Exchange of research students, academic and administrative staffs.
Organization of common events and projects of mutual interest, and of other activities, according to
the existent needs and possibilities.

§2
Every case of common activities producing financial effects shall be thoroughly negotiated, and the decisions
shall be specified in separate agreements made under this Agreement.

§3
This Memorandum shall enter into force upon signing for the period of five years. The Parties have the right to
terminate this Memorandum by means of a written notice with a three-month notification period.

§4
Every modification of this Agreement requires a written form, to be valid.

This Agreement has been executed in two identical counterparts, each in English language
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
